PRINCIPAL’S REPORT (Andrew Matteo)

PRESIDENT’S REPORT (Alissa  Somers)
· Game drive – December game drive did not go over so well. Please send in gently used board games you no longer need.  The children will use the games donated during lunch time when there is inclement weather and for lunchtime enrichment.

· Knack box- Purchased by H.S.A for Mr. Wilson.  It will be kept outside to hold outdoor playground equipment for lunchtime recess as well as Phys Ed. activities. It currently is on the black top by the recycling dumpster.

· Budget Legislature – This is a bill recently passed by both state houses and is pending Governor Christie’s approval. 

· Would eliminate a separate School Board Election in April, so long as the budget remains < 2% cap.

· This would save the district money, about the equivalent of a staff member at the school. 

·   If the proposed school budget is > 2% cap, the budget would then require a public vote.  

· Budget committee – Volunteers are needed for this committee which would work with the other HSAs in Glen Rock to help people understand the budget, organize letter writing campaigns, prepare signage, coordinate meetings for superintendent to speak, etc.  If you are interested in getting involved, please contact Alissa Somers.
